The 7-6 Air Cavalry Composite Squadron, located in Conroe, is part of the Texas Wing and provides emergency and disaster relief support to the greater Houston area.

What is CAP?

Established In 1941, CAP enjoys a proud legacy that began with men and women who served their country by sinking or chasing away German submarines off America's East and Gulf coasts during World War II.  CAP is a civilian auxiliary branch to the US Air Force and performs search and rescue, photo reconnaissance and counter drug missions on behalf of the Air Force.  Today, CAP has three core missions: Emergency Services, Aerospace Education and Cadet Programs.

In addition, this squadron provides local area youth with programs that enhance interest in aviation, navigation and compass skills.  

The Unit volunteers to serve Montgomery County and the greater Houston area.  Members flew photographic reconnaissance missions after Hurricane Ike, supported wild fire relief operations and were available to support the Texas Department of Parks and Wildlife efforts to spot and track red algae blooms along the Texas Gulf Coast that threatened local marine life populations.
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
